Abstract This paper discusses at first the reason of taking the typical samples of RAND Corporation as example. The
publication type and the language type of citations are analyzed and then, the journals, magazines and newspapers from
China which are the resources for Rand Corporation are analyzed with quantitative and qualitative method.
