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Abstract: Nowadays, integrity has already been an important proposition in social management. To solve the
frequent integrity crisis in modern society, the most crucial one is the correct understanding of integritys
basic connotation. By the investigation on the etymology of “honesty” , “trust” and “integrity” , we find
that traditional integrity embodies three aspects: “honesty” ,“faith” and “trust”. In the formulation of
language expression, there is not a fraction of difference between the connotation of traditional and
modern integrity. However, from the angle of value basis, they have essential difference. It mainly
embodies on the main value support of integrity having changed from the narrow and hierarchical

privileged mode into general freedom and equality. Based on this inference, modern integrity presents
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two groups of categories, including valuable integrity and implemental integrity; institutional integrity
and personal integrity. In some sense, the construction of modern integrity and the motivation of
nomocracy process are both depending on the balance of the two groups of categories.
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
