The attention he paid and practice he made effectively promote the scientific
process of China historiography. However, it was over-correcting that he overemphasized the historical data and demonstration,
object to medicating and deduction. Actually, Fu boldly explained data’s internal connections and conveyed creative history mis—
understanding in his theses. This was contradicting to his academic standpoint. This contradiction reflected that his thought went
through three stages: pursuing objectivity of historiography, allowing imagination in historical research and advocating pluralism
instead of objectivism.
